20th-Century American Literature 102430

This course offers an overview of 20%t-Century American literature with
selections from major poets, dramatists, and fiction writers. Students will
study a wide range of works from 1915 to the end of the century. The course
traces the formal and the thematic developments of American literature. Over
the course of the term, there will be tracking of the changing demographics of
the U.S. and the changing face of American literature. In the process there will
be discussion of major aesthetic movements in the century including
modernism, multiculturalism, and postmodernism.
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
